Men and Prayer

Prayer is our direct line for talking to God, the one who loves us unconditionally. He
wants us to be in a personal relationship with Him, in a similar way to the relationship we
have or should havwith our earthly parents.

Praying is not optional- all Christians are obliged to pray. What shapes our
praying and communicating is CHARACTER and CONDUCT.

Some men tend to think that only wimps pray, and that praying is unmanly and a mark of
weakress. Should a man be completely self sufficient in every way and thing? The

answer for a Christian male is a resounding NO. Manliness is not defined by gender or
physical characteristics alone, but by CHARACTER and CONDUCT and other lesser

gualities sich as courage, bravery, fearlessness, etc.

We read in the scriptures that in weakness we find strength from God from whom we are

never alone, for we are as Christians never without HOPE. The Christian life is God and

Christ centered. Prayer is theega t t heme and content of t he
humanity, not just to the nemasculine or nomanly.

Men have their own prayer needs which depend on their age and their stage of life, for
each stage has its own outlook and understanding of howffefetsathem, with different
concerns, fears, and needs etc. All of these we can take to God for His help. He always
listens, cares and comforts. His answers are not always the ones we want, and they may
not come within the time frame that we wisiWe have to be patient and trusting to His
wisdom and goodness to know what is best for us. Sometimes it is only in lengthy
hindsight and by careful reflection that we recognize how God has answered our prayers.

I f dreal me n o0 e v eired of theen| thep shaulg eememibes that desus, r e g u
who was the greatest of all praying persons, taught us all about prayer. We do not know
about His physical attributes, but we know about His CHARACTER and CONDUCT as

well as his commitment, spiritual strehgand wisdom, and above all about His
relationship with His Heavenly Father, His sacrifice of Himself for us and the forgiveness

of our sins which culminated in His crucifixion, death and resurrection.

We are to live to be like Him, so we should pray kken i constantly. We need as men

to place our trust fully in God and His promises, and confess the many kinds of failings

that beset men. None of us is perfect or free of guilt. Unless we confess and repent,

God cannot and will not help us. Oulpers need to be fervent and constant, and we

mu st patiently wait for r es o kHami onesnwhich Godods
can only be realized in the fullness of time. There may also be lessons we need to learn

as we wait patiently.

The mae we pray for the right things, the more our prayers will have been fed by our
reading of the scriptures on a regular basis, and the ever closer our relationship with our



God and His Son will have become. As that relationship grows and deepens wedwill f
that more and more what we want for ourselves and for others is becoming what God
wants for us and for them. We will also understand more fully the depth of His infinite
love and grow to love Him more than we ever imagined was possible.

So, how shold active, busy men with many responsibilities to others pray and find the
time to do so? Prayer can be very brief and freguargentence or two from the heart,
perhaps taking only a few seconds when driving, waiting on a light, or standing im line o
in an idle minute or two. Share your feelings with God. Tell Him how you love Him.
Ask Him for help for yourself or others. If in all things you give thanks to Him, meditate
and listen to Him, you will experience His peace. There are countkegs to pray.

Use the words of a favourite hymn if your own words do not come readily. Many hymns
are prayers or direct our thoughts to what we may wish to pray. Remember our need to
spend time listening for what God is saying to us. He speakany mays through our
consciences, the words of others spoken and written, the scriptures, through music, art,
naturei the list is endless .

Purple (which may vary from 'Roman purple' to violet, with blue as an alternative) is
colour for Advent and from Ash Wednesday until the day before Palm Sunday. It is
recommended for Funerals and for the Commemoration of the Faithful Departed, alt
either black or white may be preferred. Resalour is sometimes used as an alternative
the Third Sunday of Advent and the Fourth Sunday of Lent

Adventis the period including thiur Sundays before Christmas. Advent means '‘coming
and during this time we prepare for Christmas.

Lentis the period of forty days before Easter frAsh Wednesdayp the day before
Easter. During Lent we prepare for Easter.

Purple was the most expensive dye in Roman times being made from Murex
shells. It became associated with judgement because the Roman jud ges and
senators used to wear purple robes

Good Friday and Easter Eve, but red is the colour for the liturgy on Good Friday.

Pentecosis a festival that happens seven weeks after Hastaiuse Pentecost

celebrates the descent of the Holy Spirit from heaven to all Christians, Pentecost is a
season of evangelism and outreach, as Christians look for the presence of the Holy Spirit in
everyone on earth.

It remembers the story of the H8pirit being given to Jesus's disciples so that they could
spread the message of Christianity.

Epiphanymarks the endf the Christmas period. It is held by most Churches on January 6th. For
many Christians, it celebrates the visit of the three wise men to the baby Jesus.
Eastercelebrates the resection (Rising from the dead) of Jesus. Because Christianity's central
belief is in the Resurrection, Easter is the most important Christian Febtilviie and gold are
