Jesus comes to our world in humbleness, in poverty, laid in a manger for the sake of all
those who need a helping hand.

It isn’t a matter of deserving or earning. God’s love is a gift. And it is in response to the
proclamation of both the manger and the cross that we find the strength to be kind and
wise and compassionate.

November 18, 2011 - Financial Update

Once again it is time to update you on our current operating results for the year to date.
Although these numbers are for the ten month period to October 23, 2011, almost a
month ago, they are the most recent I have to report to you at this date.

Receipts $ 19,537 $203,603 $195,832
Expenses 20,722 216,440 202,745
Surplus (Deficit) $(1,185) $(13,837) $( 6,913)

From the above summary it appears that we are ahead of last year, but that is only
because this year's figures include $17,657 of Special Projects Receipts and
Expenditures. Without these amounts, receipts for general operations are behind last
year by almost $10,000.00.

The good news is, we have had the Receipts for the Special Projects and as a result we
have the new heating/cooling system in place on the roof and ready for the approaching
cold season. Further to that, we have most of the additional receipts in hand for the
next Special Project, which is new carpets for the lower part of the building. The
Managers have had to include two of the offices in this project, which they had
previously thought would not need doing. This pushes the cost to about $7,700.00.
We have about $6,360.00 of this on hand to-date, and contributions continue to come in
almost every Sunday. This project is now scheduled to be done during the first week of
January while the schools are still on holidays and the church is relatively quiet. By that
time hopefully the remaining funds needed will be on hand.

On the other hand, the not-so-good-news, as the above figures indicate, is our current
deficit of about $14,000 compared to about $7,000 a year ago.

What all of this means is, for the remainder of this year, we should be concentrating
mainly on eliminating the deficit in current operations. On the surface this may seem
like a huge undertaking, but that is not necessarily so. The last two months of the year,
and particularly December, is a period when we usually receive larger than usual
offerings. Indeed last year we went from the deficit of $6,900.00 at the end of October
to a surplus of $7,100.00 at the end of the year.

As always, we require continued support to meet our goals. Our prayer is that we will

have sufficient to meet our needs and continue God'’s work here at Calvin. If you have
any questions regarding these matters, please feel free to contact me.

Kissing under the mistletoe

Would you believe that kissing under the mistletoe began in staid

MQVV\/‘ old England — maybe? One theory is that the Druids, pagan priests
Cl,‘y’ffmaf of ancient Britain, started it all. They believed the mistletoe was

sacred and therefore a charm against evil. They used golden
sickles to harvest it and, to keep it from touching the ground, caught in the folds of their
priestly garments.
Another theory is that the custom was started by the Scandinavians, who considered
mistletoe to be a symbol of peace. When enemies chanced to meet under it, so the story
goes, they would be required to declare a truce for the day and seal it with a kiss of peace.
Many other superstitions have surrounded mistletoe; it was thought, for instance, to have
the power to cure disease, to protect people from harm, to promote fertility in people and
animals and even to induce prophetic dreams.
Incidentally, there is a prescribed way to kiss under the mistletoe sprig: Each person
kissed is supposed to pluck off a berry. When the last berry is picked, the kissing should
end.




Missions & Outreach

An update on PWS&DO6s work to bring educati on

PWS&D is working with a local partner to help girls between the ages of 5-12 in
Laghman province achieve their dreams by accessing the opportunity to attend school.
Only 5% of girls in Laghman province currently attend school. This comprehensive
program seeks to train teachers, provide girls with textbooks and school supplies, repair
schools damaged from years of war, provide literacy training for parents, and raise
awareness and support for girls’ education in the community among parents, religious
leaders and the Ministry of Education. In a country where nearly 50% of the population is
youth, investing in education is crucial for the country’s future.

1 From 2009-2010, over 3,000 girls received textbooks for their subject areas. Since
then, an additional 1,800 student kits have been distributed, including magnetic
boards, abacus and school bags to girls in 15 schools across the area.

1 To date, 30 women have successfully completed a literacy and vocational training
program and are starting small tailoring businesses.

1 From 2009-2010, the program enrolled 1,350 girls in school. For the 2011-2012
school year, PWS&D aims to increase enrollment to 1,800 girls in the region.

Your generous gifts are helping these girls realize their dreams and build futures of
opportunity for themselves in Afghanistan.

Crieff Hills Community

Crieff Hills Retreat and Conference Centre near Guelph provides an eco-friendly
place apart for spiritual renewal and leadership development. This Christian community
welcomes individuals, families, congregations, businesses, schools and agencies to enjoy
God’s creation. It offers meeting rooms, facilities and accommodations for residential or
day visits. Each fall our youth enjoy a weekend retreat at Crieff.

On November 11, Lawrence Pentelow, Managing Director of Crieff, shared in our
worship service at Calvin Church. He spoke of the importance of places like Crieff Hills
where we can get away to renew and refresh ourselves.

“The Pines”, personal retreat suites, were officially opened on May 14, 2011. The
new building is part of Crieff’s renovation and expansion project, made possible through
donations. Additional donations are needed to support renovations to the conference hall.
Envelopes and brochures about the capital campaign are available on the Narthex table.

Jobat Hostel

The Women’s Missionary Society has been successful in raising funds ($168,500)
to build a dormitory for Jobat Christian School, which is located in the State of Madhya
Pradesh in India. The project will allow the children who need housing to have running
water, washrooms, showers, study rooms and a dining room. To be culturally sensitive
the boys and girls would have separate facilities as much as possible. Construction was
planned to begin in February 2011 but the project is delayed as the Bhil Christians await
permission of the local government. Calvin Church was able to give generously to this
project. We pray for the wisdom of the local government to allow the project to move
forward soon. Let us give thanks for the integrity and faithfulness of Bhil Christians.

This movement was begun in 1956 by Shanti Solomon of India, who was part of a
Christian women’s mission of reconciliation to countries on the Pacific Rim.

The divisions among people and nations were made real to her when she was not allowed
into Korea because it did not have diplomatic relations with India. She stayed behind in
the Philippines, longing for a way to make all women feel part of the worldwide family
of faith. As she prayed, God gave her the simple but profound idea of the Fellowship of
the Least Coin. Today, FLC has become an ever-widening circle of prayer, embracing
people around the world.

FLC & YOU
The simplicity of this movement has caught the imagination of people on every continent.
Just as the gathering of many “least coins” yields money with which to respond to human
need around the world so individual prayers offered by FLC participants create a strong
force in the global struggle for peace, justice and reconciliation.

You are invited to participate in the Fellowship of the Least Coin to pray for peace in our
world and for the healing of broken relationships among individuals. As an active
symbol of that prayer, you set aside a penny. Anyone — individuals or groups — can
participate.

WOMEN®& S BRNHURCH COUNCIL OF CANADA
WICC is a national ecumenical women’s organization founded in 1918. In addition to
sponsoring the World Day of Prayer and Fellowship of the Least Coin, WICC encourages
women to grow in ecumenism, to share their spirituality and prayer, to engage in dialogue
about women’s concerns, to respond to national and international issues affecting
women, and to take action together for justice.

FLC FUND
The Fellowship of the Least Coin is a prayer movement, not a fund-raising effort. The
least coins are merely tokens of our prayers.
Once a year, the least coins of each country are collected in local “ingathering” services.
The offerings are sent to be held in trust at the WICC office, and are then forwarded to
the global FLC fund, which is administered by the International Committee of the
Fellowship of the Least Coin (ICFLC).

Each year, the ICFLC awards grants to Christian organizations around the world.
Requests for funds must come through a national ecumenical women’s organization — in
Canada, WICC. An annual list of ICFLC grants is available from the WICC office.
Grants are made to projects in many areas including: literacy, health, social justice,
education, leadership development, and disaster relief.

Christmas birds: peacocks, swans, geese & turkey Food historians tell us the
practice of serving large, stuffed fowl for Christmas, like many other Christian holiday
food traditions, was borrowed from earlier cultural practices. Peacocks, swans, geese and
turkeys all fit this bill. The larger the bird, the more festive the presence. "New World"
turkeys were introduced to Europe in the 16th century. For many years, these “exotic"
turkey birds only graced the tables of the wealthy. Working-class English Victorian
families, like the Cratchits in Charles Dickens' Christmas Carol, belonged to Goose
Clubs. In America, turkey (wild and plentiful) was a natural choice for the Christmas
feast. And yet? Our survey of historic newspapers reveals the goose still commanded a
traditional place on the Christmas table through the 19th century. Some traditions die
hard.

Buche de Noel Buche de Noel is one of many traditional cakes baked at Christmas.
As the name suggests, it is of French origin. The name of this recipe literally translates as
"Christmas log," referring to the traditional Yule log burned centuries past. The
ingredients suggest the cake is most likely a 19th century creation. That's when thinly
rolled sponge cakes filled with jam or cream and covered with buttercream icing begin to
show up in European cook books. Marzipan and meringue, typically employed for
decorative purposes, date to the Medieval Ages and the 17th century respectively.

Why do we call it gingerbread? - "The cakelike consistency of gingerbread bears
little resemblance to bread, so it comes as no surprise that gingerbread has no
etymological connection with bread. It was originally, in the thirteenth century,
gingerbras, a word borrowed from Old French which meant 'preserved ginger'. But by the
mid-fourteenth century, -bread had begun to replace -bras, and it was only a matter of
time before sense followed form. One of the earliest known recipes for it, in the early
fifteenth-century cookery book Good Cookery, directs that it be made with breadcrumbs
boiled in honey with ginger and other spices. This is the lineal ancestor of the modern
cakelike gingerbread in which treacle has replaced honey."”

About gingerbread shape - "Gingerbread was ...ornamented by impressing designs
within wooden moulds. The moulds were sometimes very large and elaborate and
beautifully carved. In England, such confections were bought at fairs and, together with
other sweet treats, were known under the collective name of 'fairings’. The habit of
shaping gingerbread figures of men and pigs, especially for Bonfire Night (5 November)
survives in Britain."

"The first gingerbread man is credited to the court of Queen Elizabeth I, who favored
important visitors...with charming gingerbread likenesses of themselves...After the
Grimm Brothers' tale of Hansel and Gretel described a house "made of bread," with a
roof of cake and windows of barley, German bakeries began offering elaborate
gingerbread houses with icing snow on the roofs, along with edible gingerbread
Christmas cards and finely detailed molded cookies. Tinsmiths fashioned cookie cutters
into all imaginable forms, and every woman wanted one shape that was different from
anybody else’s...Most of the cookies that hung on nineteenth-century Christmas trees
were at least half an inch thick and cut into animal shapes or gingerbread men..."

Cakes of all shapes and sizes (including smaller items such as cookies) have been part of
festive holiday rituals long before Christmas. Ancient cooks prepared sweet baked goods
to mark significant occasions. Many of these recipes and ingredients (cinnamon, ginger,
black pepper, almonds, dried fruits etc.) were introduced to Europe in the Middle Ages.
They were highly prized and quickly incorporated into European baked goods. Christmas
cookies, as we know them today, trace their roots to these Medieval European recipes.
Dutch and German settlers introduced cookie cutters, decorative molds, and festive
holiday decorations to America. German lebkuchen (gingerbread) was probably the first
cake/cookie traditionally associated with Christmas. Sugar cookie type recipes descended
from English traditions. Did you know Animal crackers began as edible ornaments?
