LEST WE FORGET
About the Kitchener, Ontario , German War Graves

In the rear of Woodland Cemetery in the city of Kitchener lies a special memorial section
devoted to German prisoners of war who died during the First and Second World Wars.
Those interred here were brought from 36 different locations throughout Canada to
rest with other fallen comrades.

They died at thirty-six different camps across Canada but mainly in Ontario or Alberta.
At time of death they were buried locally, but then in 1970, a decision was made to
consolidate the graves in one location to guarantee the graves, proper care. How did they
die? Why didn't the remains, once disinterred, get shipped home to Germany? They are
buried two to a grave. Some died in the First World War, the majority in the Second.

In a corner of this quiet yet mildly disturbing graveyard is a very disturbing
™ piece of 'official' vandalism. There are two carved wooden grave markers
| taken from Gravenhurst cemetery and placed in a fieldstone alcove. One
grave marker memorialized Major Wilhelm Bach who died of cancer. The

' other lists soldier Erich Ertz who had won the Iron Cross. The one marker
had a German swastika carved on its face; the other had the cross as a symbol of bravery.
Both symbols were there until April 1978 when a self appointed hypocrite from the
Canadian Legion in London, Ontario decided in the wake of a television show entitled
'Holocaust', that he would travel to Kitchener and demand the cemetery caretaker remove
the offensive swastika and iron cross from the two wooden markers. In 1980, the fresh
scars of the obliteration were visible reminders that while World War Two officially
ended in 1945, some hostilities and animosities may never be laid to rest.

“In war, everybody loses. The soldiers in the war do their job because they’re asked to do it,
but basically the human condition is the same — everybody suffers,”

There were 40 known prisoner-of-war camps across Canada during World War 1.
The prisoners were given various tasks; many worked in the forests as logging crews. In
addition to the main camps, there were branch camps and labour camps. The largest
number of prisoners of war was recorded as 33,798. (One source claims that at its peak,
Canada interned 35,046 prisoners of war and Japanese-Canadians.) There were an
additional 6,437 civil internees, members of the merchant marine and refugees.

There are claims that conditions in the Canadian camps tended to be better than average,
and many times better than the conditions of the barracks that Canadian troops were kept
in. It is believed by some that this treatment foiled many escape attempts before they
even started. Notably, it is told that group of German prisoners returned to Ozada camp
after escaping because of encountering a grizzly bear.

Just in Ontario alone - some of the POW camps were located in - Chatham, Fingal,
Gravenhurst, Espanola, Mimico, Monteith, Bowmanville, Kingston, Hull, Petawawa,
Neys (1100 miles northwest of Toronto), Angler, Red Rock, Wainfleet.
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On Sunday, Aug. 28" the annual William (Bill) Artindale Memorial Golf
Tournament was held at Grand Valley Golf and Country Club. This was a change of
venue and date for us. We had 29 golfers and 12 supporters who joined us for a meal
afterward. We again had great weather and the general consensus was that we had an
enjoyable time.

The foursome of Grant Scott, Jeff Scott, Shawn Connelly and
Brian Anderson reclaimed their title as winners of the
tournament but really there was no losers as the purpose is to
enjoy the weather, the fellowship and getting some exercise.

Many prizes were donated which helped make a
compl ete fitournament experienceo.
